What does a typical seminar look like?

Typical seminars run from one to four days, depending on the goals and needs of the group
participating. A typical day begins at 9:30am and ends at 4:30pm allowing time for sightseeing, activies,
and recreation in the evenings. All seminars are tailor designed to fit the interests and needs of the
group and are filled with interactive exercises, Bible studies, testimonies, and discussions.
